In addition to
creating a program taught by teachers
worldwide, Beverly has written several
DANCEcamps for studios to use as income
and enrollment boosters during slow seasons,
designed dance coloring books, collaborated
with composer Scott Killian and producer Finis
Jhung on two children’s dance class CDs
based on the Leap ’N Learn™ Syllabus,
developed many dance classroom teaching
props, and with her husband, Carrol, designed
The Ultimate Barre.  In addition to running her
own studio, Beverly serves as a guest teacher
for student master classes and dance
intensive workshops throughout the United
States.  Through Leap ’N Learn™, her goal is
to provide resources and teacher training for
dance teachers so that they may easily render
safe, effective creative movement, pre-ballet,
and ballet  training for their students.  During
her travels, she has discovered a need to
